Requirement for Graduation :

1. A Master’ s students who have completed 32 credits, passed the course examination, and
met the relevant regulations for submitting a thesis, can apply for the oral examination of
thesis within the time limit specified by the university with the consent of the
SUpervisor.

2. The 6 credits of “Thesis Guidance (I) (II)” and Education credits are not included in
the graduation credits.

3. Graduate students above the second year (included) of the master’ s program in the
Department of Chinese Literature may, with the consent of their supervisor, take courses
from external universities (graduate schools), up to 6 credits, which can be counted as
graduation credits. Applicants should fill in the “Application Form of External Graduate
Courses for Graduate Students of the Department of Chinese Literature, National Changhua
University of Education”

4. The double bottom lines refer to the courses which are jointly offered by the Graduate
Institute of Taiwanese Literature. The graduate students of the Department of Chinese
Literature can still take the courses, and the credits will be counted. The number of




credits for studying our graduate school’ s courses should not be less than one-half.

5. The duration of study is one to four years.

6. According to the regulations of our university, “Each student who registers must take

at least one subject (including thesis), otherwise s/he should apply for suspension.”

Those who have completed the minimum graduation credits and are still writing their thesis

must take the “Master Thesis” every semester starting from the next academic year.

7. For graduate students in the master’s program of the Department of Chinese Literature,

all the elective courses newly added to the master’s program of our institute (not limited

to which semester) can be counted as graduation credits.

8. First-year and second-year graduate students of the Department of Chinese Literature

(excluding those who have received postgraduate scholarships from our school) must work

part-time in the department office for at least 12 hours each semester to assist

administrative affairs. The salary is paid according to the scholarship standard.

9. Graduate students must participate in more than ten academic conferences (inclusive)

organized by relevant domestic or foreign institutions, and they are required to write

about their reflections on theses conferences.

10. The graduate students are required to read ancient classics. Please follow the
“Regulations on Reading Ancient Classics” regulated by the department.

11. Graduate students are required to write reading reports on three important works

(including the ancient classics they read), and these three important works must be related

to the thesis they are writing.

12. Graduate students must publish one or more papers in academic conferences or journals

organized by relevant domestic or foreign institutions before applying for the oral

examination. Apart from the specified number of published papers, each additional paper

published can be used as a substitute for the participation of 3 conferences.

13. Graduate students should study and pass the “Academic Research Ethics Education”

course and meet relevant regulations on the “Taiwan Academic Ethics Education Resource

Center” (https://ethics. nctu. edu. tw/) online teaching platform before applying for the

degree examination.

14. The number of long-distance teaching course credits in the total number of credits for

graduation should not exceed one-half of the total number of credits for graduation.

15. The minimum word limit for a master’ s thesis is 80,000 words.
